4. Things to Know

Hardwood

Red maple is also known as soft, white or swamp
maple. Itisarapid grower and the most abundant
of the maples, it is typically found in swamps and
poorly drained sites, but also occurs elsewhere. The
red maple is a medium-sized, slender tree that
becomes so-60 feet high, and 1-2 feet in diameter.
The branches are upright, forming a somewhat
narrow head. Usually the trunk is not divided.

The bark on young trees is smooth and light gray.
On old trunks, it is dark gray, ridged and broken
into plate-like scales.

The leaves are opposite, 3-5 inches long, with 3-5
lobes and margins that are irregularly double-
athed. The upper surface is light green: lower

Forests provide the habitat for a wide range of

species of birds, mammals, amphibians, insects

and many other creatures. Different kinds, sizes
and ages of forests are suited to different wildlife.
Early successional forests (young forest with small
trees) are essential to ruffed grouse, woodcock,
chestnut-sided warblers, cottontail rabbits, small
rodents, and many other species. Older forests,
with larger trees, are especially good habitat for
species like the wood thrush, scarlet tanager,
barred owl, red-shouldered hawk, fishers, and
raccoons among others. Other species, like deer,
bear, and moose prefer to feed in younger forests;
they use older forests for shelter. All forests provide
the essential needs for certain wildlife: food,
shelter, and water.
